SITE VISIT OVERVIEW
Margaret Long stated that 2020 was a challenge because of the site visits were done virtually.
A binder with all the documents is available for all members to review. There was a total of 26
reviews and no deficiencies were found with any agencies. Margaret commented that the
outcome of these site visit is twofold; one, members get to know the agencies and services
delivered and the other is that members hear about the needs of seniors in our community.
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OFFICE ON AGING UPDATE

Nicole Limoges reported on the State Unit on Aging (SUA) audit. The SUA selected to review
the following services: transportation, home-delivered nutrition, and caregiver support
programs. No compliance issues were found, and three areas of strength were noted on the
audit. The first strength listed was the ability to be flexible and creative with programming
throughout the Pandemic. The second strength was with VOA quickly being able to switch from
congregate to grab and go meals. The SUA stated that Larimer County Office on Aging added
the most contracted agencies with COVID funding throughout the state. The only critique was
obtaining client data and assessments from the new COVID providers. A plan has been put into
place to obtain the correct client data going forward. Katie Stieber and Nicole worked on better
reporting of fixed assets as well.

Amber Franzel announced that Kara Marang has join the Ombudsmen team. Kate
Poppenhagen is now officially a certified Ombudsman; Kara will be certified next month. Katie
gave her appreciation to upper management who approved the extra Ombudsman position.
Amber went on to report on the art contest for Residents’ Rights month in October. We will be
working to put the artwork on yard signs which will be placed around the county.

Nicole thanked Council members who volunteered for the two upcoming events: delivering the
new Answers on Aging Resource Guide and the Caregiver Pampering Day in September.
